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Children’s Division classes are appropriate for students ages 7-13. Classes begin September 6, 2011

and conclude with the Children’s Spring Performances on June 9-10, 2012. Students in this division also
have the opportunity to audition to perform with North Carolina Dance Theatre in Nutcracker and other
full-length ballets such as Sleeping Beauty.

Class Placement

e Level 1 classes are recommended for students ages 7-9. A placement class is required for enrollment
in Ballet 1. The School of Dance recommends that students ages 7-8 who are new to ballet enroll in
Beginning Ballet 2 (see Early Dance Division).

e Level 2 classes are recommended for students ages 9-11. A placement class is required for enrollment
in all Level 2 classes.

e Youth Ballet is recommended for students ages 10-13 with little or no prior ballet experience. No
placement class is required for this class.

e Boys Dance is open to boys ages 7-10 by audition only. Previous dance experience not required.
